COMPUTER NETWORK BETWEEN CUSTOMS DEPARTMENT OF THE MEDITERANIAN COUNTRIES USING SATELLITE COMMUNICATION 
Objectives 

Establishing a data network between the customs departments of the Arab countries and two European countries to be used for computerization’s of customs procedures and to exchange the customs data electronically between Arab countries and Europe. 
Participants The main benefits are: 
Increase the trade opportunity between the participating countries. 
Reduce the manual procedures at the borders , 
Exchange information between the participating countries to fight drugs and narcotics smuggling & trafficking across the borders. 
Facilitate the movement of transit vehicles across the borders. 
Tracking the goods across the participating countries. 
This project has been discussed by customs information’s comity in the Arab league to facilitate trade between the Arab countries and to exchange the customs information electronically. All the Arab countries and some of the European in the Mediterranean can be part of this project. The proposed communication network for this project using satellite communication VSAT. Similar network has been installed and used successfully in Jordan to connect the customs center all over Jordan for audio data & video links. 
The expected cost for each participating country is around 100000 US$ for the data communication links only
